second most common cause of clinical mastitis lweBiColi and the

most common cause of subclinical high SCCs. Stbepisiis recognised as being particularly diffi¢altrea
and frequently causes persistent infections. Ihdaalies have shown that after conventional treatr1%
of cases remain persistently infected.

It is a largely enviromental bacteria which muiisl or
bedding, particularly straw. As a result its trarssion i
focused on housing and husbandry rather than tHeupanc
milking routine. Strep uberis is the commonest eawd
infection in the dry period with increased susdapty in the
initial 2 weeks of drying off.

The first step is to identify the cows using youlkmecordings
Be on the look out for any cow maintaining a highCSdespit
treatment or a cow whose SCC dips post treatmet
subsequently rises back up. These cows will inblyiteequire
aggressive treatment but it is useful to send anfé sample
in to confirm Strep uberis.

After identifying the cows there are 2 treatmentiap that have proved to be effective. The 1stn
injectible antibiotic called Mamyzin which is spically licenced for use on this pathogen. The 2hghtly
cheaper option is to inject a bottle of Duphapemesand give Leo Yellow tubes. The theory behinth
regimes and the key to curing Strep uberis is tontam high levels of antibiotic in the udder fotanae
period of time.

Don't forget that the bacteria is very difficult tccat and it would always
sensible to send a milk sample in a couple of weelss treatment to che
that it has gone for good. Sampling too soon a&féating can give a negat
culture because the bacteria are still hiding endélls so leave it a couple
weeks for any remaining bacteria to grow to detdetevels.
